ACER Press author Hall of Fame

arie Neale is the
creator and author of
the highly respected

Neale Analysis of Reading Ability,
first published by ACER in
1959. She is a psychologist
and educator whose academic
research and teaching are
inspired by a passion for the
rights of children and youth to
optimise social and educational
experiences to cultivate skills
and particular talents.

Her voluntary services as an
honorary psychologist, over
several decades, have been
directed to children in special
centres, clinics and hospitals.
Her academic work, teaching
and research were accompanied
by action research projects,
laying the groundwork for the
education of children who were
excluded from school on the
grounds of severe intellectual
and physical disability.

As the first woman in Australia
to be appointed to a university
Chair of Education, Marie Neale
pioneered appropriate programs
for children with special needs
and/or special talents. Within
experimental settings, she
developed multi-disciplinary
programs to stimulate and
enrich the senses, motor skills
and language expression of
children.

Her concern for quality of
teaching in schools led to

the establishment of the

first university degree in
Special Education at Monash
University, and the building of
a research and service facility,
the Krongold Centre for
Exceptional Children.

ACER Press is proud to have
Marie Neale as its longest-
serving author.
