ACER Press was delighted to be part of 
the recent Australian Psychological Society 
Conference held in Brisbane.

Apart from exhibiting our great range 
of assessments products, covering all 
psychology specialties, we were proud to 
launch three new ACER Press publications:

from the ACS into practical strategies with a 
workbook for students and a guide for the 
facilitator. The program was launched at 
the conference by Professor Lyn Littlefield, 
Executive Director of the APS. 

PsychProfiler by Dr Shane Langsford, Dr 
Stephen Houghton and Dr Graham Douglas 
is a unique, Australian psychological 
assessment. It screens for the most 
common psychiatric and psychological 
disorders found across the age spectrum. 
During the conference Dr Langsford 
assisted many psychologists with their 
inquiries, and free trial CDs for both the 
child/adolescent and adult versions were 
distributed. These are still available to any 
interested readers.
